Durante el periodo se recopilaron 39 publicaciones afines a la relacién bilateral entre México y Estados
Unidos. De las publicaciones, 2 fueron hechas por centros de México y 37 fueron hechas por centros
de Estados Unidos. El Mexico Institute fue el centro con mds publicaciones afines a la relacion bilateral
con 21 publicaciones, seguido por el Baker Institute, Brookings y Center for Strategic and International
Studies (CSIS) con 3 publicaciones cada uno, y el American Enterprise Institute (AEI) y COMEXI con 2
publicaciones cada uno.

Durante el periodo el tema principal fue la revocaciéon de mandato en México, seguido por seguridad
y gobernanza, con respecto a violencia contra periodistas, narcotrafico, fuerzas armadas y trafico ilicito
de vida salvaje y la relacién con China. En tercer lugar, se ubicé la invasidn a Ucrania, migracién y la
relacion institucional entre México y Estados Unidos. También se tocaron los temas de economia, con
respecto a inversién en México, asi como comercio internacional y energia. Finalmente, se tocaron los
temas de inflacion, cambio climatico, salud, mercado laboral, las elecciones de gobernaturas en
México y China, entre otros.
