Durante el periodo se recopilaron 47 publicaciones afines a la relación bilateral entre México y Estados 

Unidos. 14 de las publicaciones fueron hechas por centros de México, mientras las 33 publicaciones 

restantes fueron hechas por centros de Estados Unidos. El Consejo Mexicano de Asuntos 

Internacionales (COMEXI) fue el centro con más publicaciones afines a la relación bilateral con 12 

publicaciones, seguido por el Mexico Institute con 10 publicaciones y Brookings con 9 publicaciones. 

 

Durante el periodo se tocaron tres temas principales: Comercio Internacional, en relación al T-MEC, 

seguido por relación institucional y seguridad, con respecto a violencia contra periodistas, narcotráfico 

y tráfico de armas. También se tocaron los temas de energía, con respecto a la reforma energética y la 

relación bilateral entre México y EE.UU., así como economía, libertad de prensa y el mercado laboral 

unido al tema migratorio. Finalmente, se tocaron los temas de drogas, remesas, política, agricultura, 

industria automotriz, guerra entre Rusia y Ucrania, entre otros.
